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COVID=19 ADVISORY FOR INDIAN CITIZENS

The Govt of Hungary announced on June 17 an end to
the nation's state of emergency proclaimed in the wake
of Covid-19. Apart from various relaxations granted for
movement and gathering of persons, now reopening of
cultural institutions, such as libraries and museums, as
well as cinemas and theatres has also been permitted.
There is still a requirement for people visiting shops,
markets, and shopping malls, or using public transport
and taxis to wear face masks or otherwise cover their
faces with appropriate substitutes.

As per the statement by Ms. Cecilia Miiller, Chief
Medical Officer (on 9 June 2020), Hungary will soon
leave the first wave of the epidemic behind. She also
stated that the number of recovered patients is the
double of the number of patients suffering from active
infections.

ENTRY AND EXIT REQUIREMENTS (HUNGARY):

Travel restrictions from several countries in Europe
have been eased as well as border -checks
between Hungary and Slovakia, and Hungary and
Austria have been terminated. More information with
regard to entry into Hungary can be obtained from the
National Directorate-General for Aliens Policing,
www.bmbah.hu. Indian nationals who wish to enquire
about flights operating in and out of Budapest should
contact the Budapest airport and / or the airlines
concerned.

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Apart from persons coming from the countries which
have been cleared for entry into Hungary, all other
foreigners need to make a request for entry permit
with supporting documents on the National Police
website. See

The request for entry permit can be submitted by a
Hungarian or a non-Hungarian citizen. The applicant
is required to prove that the purpose of the visit is -
especially but not exclusively - one of the following:
personal presence in any judicial or official
administrative procedure, business or any other
working activity, attendance at health-care
institution(s), attendance at academic exams,
shipping activity related cross-border movement,
attendance at the funeral of a close relative, etc.
Submission of application is open from 13 May 2020.
Diplomats and family members of diplomats bearing
diplomatic passport are exempted.
